(1 Corinthians 1:10) I urge you, brothers, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that you all say the same thing, that there 

be no divisions among you, and that you be united with the same understanding and the same convictions. 

(John 17:21-22) May they all be one, as You, Father, are in Me and I am in You. May they also be one in Us, so the world 

may believe You sent Me. I have given them the glory You have given Me. May they be one as We are one.

B. He commanded us to love one another. 

C. People will only recognize us as His, by our love for one another.
